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The goal of the Ohio Redistricting Competition
was to demonstrate that an open process
based on objective criteria can produce fair

legislative districts in Ohio.
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* Anyone could submit a plan

* The software and training were free for participants

* Every step of the process is transparent
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* Fourteen plans were submitted by members of the public.

 Three plans were disqualified because they did not meet
three threshold requirements that current plans must meet.

 Three plans were declared the winning plans based on the
scoring criteria used in the competition.

 The human touch in choosing among the best plans provides
necessary, but limited, discretion for the apportionment
board.
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
